• Please note: 1) applicants are limited to applying for each category only once and subsequent 
submissions will not be considered, 2) only one submission will be accepted per university per category 
each year, and 3) applications must be submitted by February 28, 2022 (there will be no deadline 
extensions) by the student’s department head/chair via email to  
Andrew Muhammad (amuhammad@utk.edu) (be sure to include 2022 FDRS Scholarship Award in the 
subject line).  
 

Award 
• One travel stipend to attend the 2022 Annual Conference for each of the following categories: best 

Ph.D. Dissertation ($1,500), best M.S. Thesis ($1,500), and best M.S. Case Study ($1,500).

• Complimentary conference registration fees and recognition at the 2022. 
• The Ph.D. recipient is invited to deliver a 10-minute research presentation during the FDRS 

Applebaum-Richardson Award Luncheon.
